Met Market - During its first three weeks of June, as part of its grand opening celebration, more than 250 demonstrations with well-known food producers, experts and local chefs will happen in-store
City Manager Kurt Triplett – we had Kurt at our November meeting.  Kurt was hired as the 4th City Manager for the City of Kirkland in June, 2010. Prior to Kirkland, he served at King County for 17 years as Executive, Chief of Staff, Deputy Director of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks, and Deputy Chief of Staff. We also met with Jason Filan from Parks Department to see our options for the new playground equipment at Houghton Beach Park. 
68th and 108th intersection - http://www.ci.kirkland.wa.us/depart/Public_Works/Capital_Improvements/68th_108th.htm
Project Overview:  This project will install a westbound to northbound right turn lane and other improvements identified as a part of Sound Transit's route improvements.  These improvements will reduce congestion and allow the intersection to maintain the City's desired level of service.  Sidewalk and curb enhancements at all four corners of the intersection will improve pedestrian safety and maintain a safe school walk route. 
What to Expect:  During construction, there may be inconvenience associated with driving through the work zone; traffic control and flagging operations will be in effect.  Emergency vehicle access will be maintained throughout the construction process.  The contractor is required to back fill and/or cover their work at the end of each day so there will be no open trenches left over night.  
Timeline:  Project is currently in design phase, and scheduled tentatively for construction 1st quarter 2011.  Initial work will be done by PSE relocating utility poles.
South Kirkland Park and Ride TOD - http://www.ci.kirkland.wa.us/depart/Planning/Code_Updates/TOD.htm  In order for Transit-Oriented-Development (TOD) to occur at the South Kirkland Park and Ride, a rezone of the property is needed to allow residential use and a height increase. The site is proposed to have between 200-250 units on the Kirkland side, as Bellevue is currently not participating in this process. Metro is receiving a Federal grant worth $6.26Million to add additional parking at the Park and Ride, but this grant money is tied to housing at the site and the project as a whole needs to show forward progress in 2011 or we lose the grant funds.  Additionally, the City of Kirkland would like to include additional affordable housing requirements in this development.
International Community School - To ensure that its school buildings are physically sound and meet educational needs, Lake Washington School District, with voter approval, began a systematic modernization program in 1998 to evaluate each school building every 30 to 40 years for potential updating. Modernization is a complete remodel/upgrade of a school. It includes all major building systems, such as heating, lighting, electrical, windows and roof. Code compliance and the building’s fit with the educational program are also reviewed. The program addresses only the school building itself, not fields or play equipment.
Project Timeline: Currently in design. Presubmittal application and meetings Jan 18th and Feb 1. Planning and design this Fall. Construction Spring 2012. Finish by Winter 2012.  Construction anticipated January 2012 thru end of year. Demolition of existing
school and site work anticipated in 2013.
